WHEREAS, those of Asian and Pacific Islander origin are our beloved friends
and family, our cherished neighbors, and valued members of the
Borough of State College, where we remain committed to
embracing and accepting all our residents from diverse
backgrounds.

NOW, THEREFORE, |, Mayor Ronald Filippelli, do hereby proclaim May 2021 to
be Asian Pacific American Heritage Month in the Borough of State College
and encourage all residents to celebrate the history and culture of Asian Pacific
Islanders and Asian Pacific Americans and their vital contributions to our
community.
